Dear Parents and Carers

The summer term got off to a very good start with the Year 2 Health Shows! Both Oak and Rowan Classes worked hard to prepare these events that served as snapshots of the learning activities the classes had been engaged with in their ‘Be Good to Yourself’ project. Both events were well attended by parents who joined in and celebrated their children’s successes. 
Our Bedelsford friends continue to attend our Friday assemblies with their support teachers when possible and, likewise, groups of Maple pupils visit Bedelsford School to utilise their resources, mingle and play together. Our links with Bedelsford have developed and increased over the past few years and many of our children have had the chance to make such a visit. We continue to value greatly the importance of these links and I’m sure that many of you have seen the Bedelsford children at Maple from time to time. The benefits that we get from such a link are enormous in promoting inclusion and appreciating the needs of others.

We have, also, had a week of fund raising this term with the Nursery Toddle Waddle for The Meningitis Trust and the Sponsored Bounce for school resources and other charities. So far our Sponsored Bounce has raised an amazing £1,262.37 with some families being extremely generous. The Toddle Waddle raised £294, all of which will go to The Meningitis Trust. Some of the Sponsored Bounce donations will support our new climbing boulders with £210 sent to The Landirani trust to support our link school in Malawi, Chikutu School. A further sum, to be negotiated, will be sent to support The British Transplant Games this summer. Many thanks for your generosity!
Please ensure that the children do not play on the climbing equipment before or after school, We always encourage the children to respect the school grounds, look after the plants, pick up litter, report any damage etc at all times  and this is implicit in our Golden Rules. Later on this term we are holding a school competition to see which class maintains and looks after their immediate outside areas the most effectively. Please help to support your child’s class in any way possible and feel free to offer your help or make a few suggestions to your child’s class teacher! I will ask one of the school governors to judge this activity during our Arts’ Week at the end of June and there will be a prize for the winning class.
Finally, now that the warm weather is within sight, don’t forget to make sure that your child brings a Maple sun hat to school each day (purchased at the School Office), has a bottle of fresh water to drink (named) and that sun screen is applied at the start of the day.
